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As we look forward to a fourth decade supporting Metro Parks, we remain
committed to protecting our city’s beloved central park and sustaining its vibrancy.
Growing constraints on public funding have made it further evident that our
public-private partnership with Metro Parks is essential to sustain the Park and
Parthenon'’s future as world-class public spaces.

In 2020, we embarked on a strategic journey to strengthen our capacity to meet the
growing needs of the Park and Parthenon over the next decade. We established
the Centennial Park Maintenance Fund and Parthenon Preservation Fund to help
Metro Parks care for these local treasures. We created an Equitable Engagement
Committee to foster an inclusive public space by looking at everything we
do through an equity lens. And we were selected as one of four park support
organizations across the U.S. to participate in Central Park Conservancy's
Institute for Urban Parks Partnerships Lab. Over the past year, we partnered with
the Institute to analyze our operations, solicit input from our key stakeholders, and
create strategic focus areas and objectives that will ensure we fulfill our mission
going forward.

The
Park is central to life in Nashville, and thanks to your partnership and support, it
remains a constant source of inspiration, respite, and connection—and serves as
the place where Nashville grows.
